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Abstract

terrorism, nuclear security, cyber security, climate security, outer space security,
international public health security, alien species invasion, transnational organized
crime, overseas security, water resources security, maritime security, €CONomic
security, ecological security, population security, and health security, etc. People
have increasingly fallen into “ ontological insecurity” and “ existential anxiety” ,
which is originated from traditional security dilemma and the rising nontraditional
security issues.
