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Abstract

Analysis and Forecast on Public Opinion of Gansu (2017 ) was jointly
completed by more than 10 scientific researchers from institute of law,
institute of decision-making consultation, institute of northwest history and
the silk road of Gansu Academy of Social Science, Gansu Provincial Party
School of the CPC. which provide a reference for social managers, various
social think tanks, theoretical workers from scientific research institutions,
as well as people in all circles focusing on economic and political
development of Gansu.

This book consists of the general reports of public opinion research and
14 sub-reports, which was divided into four parts including “ general
report” , “hot social topics”, “ranks” and “special subjects” . Based on
14 special research reports, “general report” comprehensively summarized
the basic features of Gansu public opinion in 2016 from 11 aspects,
analyzed and predicted the changes of public opinion in 2017. “Hot social
topics” focused on People’s cognition and response to the five development
concepts of “ innovation, coordination, green, open and sharing”,
People’s understanding and evaluation on * No. 1 project” —People’s
Understanding and Evaluation on “ Gansu No. 1 Project” —take targeted
measures in poverty alleviation, investigation on people’s concerns and
suggestions of food safety issues, investigation on people’s attention to house
price and vegetable price and related suggestions, as well as investigation on
the social hot issues concerned by the public in Gansu. The investigation
shows that over 90% of the respondents’ sense of gain had been promoted

under the guidance of the five development concepts, and nearly 90% of
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the respondents agreed that the targeted poverty alleviation should be
referred to as the “ Gansu No. 1 Project” . “Ranks” made a thorough
investigation and research mainly on the ideological situation of overcapacity
enterprise employees, private enterprises and individual businesses’ feelings
and requirement on streamline administration and delegate power to the
lower levels, farmers’ understanding and support for the new round of rural
reform, government officials’ understanding to law-based administration.
“Special subjects” around people’s understanding and evaluation to local
governments dealing with sudden mass incidents, mediocre and lazy
administration of administrative cadres and corresponding governance,
grassroots people’s recognition and support of improve working style and
anti-corruption fight, the progress of local judicial reform and investigation
on people’s response and the sense of gain, college students’ feelings and
suggestions on local employment and innovative entrepreneurial
environment, carried on the comparatively systematic investigation and
proposed some countermeasure suggestions.

Analysis and Forecast on Public Opinion of Gansu (2017 ) shows that in
2016 the public attention of the top 10 hot social topics in descending order
are; food security, environment, health, pension and social security,
housing, employment, anti-corruption and cadres style, prices, education,
social security and stability issues. in contrast with 2015, the top 10
problems in the ranking only slightly changed, in which the
“environmental problems” jumped to No. 2, “employment” rose to No.
6, the order of “pension and social security issues” and “anti—corruption
and cadres Style problem” was slightly declined.

We predict that the overall situation of Gansu public opinion in 2017
will relatively stable and upward trend. Since the reform and opening up,
especially since the 18th National Congress of the CPC, the central
government has been coordinating advancing the strategic layout of “four
comprehensives” , insisting on promoting the development concept of

“innovation, coordination, green, openness and sharing” , putting forward
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and promoting “ One Belt and One Road” strategy, adhering to
comprehensively strengthening Party discipline, strengthening of anti-
corruption, carrying out poverty alleviation program, comprehensively
building a moderately prosperous society, won the support of public
opinion. At present, the party style and social atmosphere has been further
improved, the cadre style continued to change, the livelihood issues
concerned by public continue to improve, and the whole social is
harmonious and stable. In this context, the public opinion situation in 2017
will be generally stable, healthy and progressive. At the same time, it need
to be raised that the people’s livelihood will continue to be the focus of
public attention in 2017. The deep content of public opinion is the
people’s livelihood, which needs a process to solute, also requires the
governments at all levels should keep the people in mind and give full
consider when making policy, and earnestly focus on the solution of

people’s livelihood issues.
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
