China-Pakistan relations began in 1950
when Pakistan was among the first countries
to recognize the Peoples Republic of China.
Based on sincerity, mutual understanding and
cooperation, these relations developed into an
everlasting partnership. The long—standing ties
between the two countries have been mutually
beneficial as a close identity of views and mutual
interests remain the centre-point of bilateral
relations. While Pakistan is committed to adopt
the policy of extending steadfast support to China
in its key issues at international level, China has
a consistent record of supporting Pakistan in
regional issues besides Chinese cooperation in
the economic field.

In addition to Chinese substantial investment
in Pakistani infrastructure, multipurpose sports
complex at Islamabad is a valuable gift from
the People’s Republic of China. The complex
officially known as Pakistan Sports Complex
(PSC) standing in the heart of the capital city
of Pakistan is a symbol of the historic relations
between the two countries. Design of the complex
was prepared by the China Architecture Design
and Research Group (formerly known as Central
Design Company) in 1970’s, primarily for hosting
the 8" Asian Games. Somehow or the other the
games could not be organized in Pakistan yet the
sports complex has the privilege of organizing
South Asian Games with the participation of 8



member countries of the region twice - once in
1989 and then in 2004.

The PSC spread over a vast area of 58.68
hectares (586.815 sg. meters) comprises a
stadium with a football ground and synthetic
athletic track having seating capacity of 50,000,
multipurpose gymnasium with a seating capacity
of 10,000, swimming pools complex and many
other facilities. A visit to the complex especially by
the youth, who are the main beneficiaries of the
magnificent structures standing in the complex,
refreshes one’s memory of the historic fraternity
and unbreakable cordial relations between the
two neighboring countries. It would not be an
exaggeration if | conclude with the words “relations
between Pakistan and China are higher than
mountains, deeper than the oceans, stronger
than steel, dearer than eyesight, sweeter than
honey and soon” .
