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Abstract: The set of seven-volume Classics of Chinese Aesthetics, pub-
lished by Beijing Normal University Press, is the basic construction for the
new advancement of Chinese aesthetics history. Meanwhile, due to its spe-
cialization in structure and ideology, some key problems of Chinese modern
academic system and Chinese modern culture evolution in global interaction
will be highlighted during the development of it, in order to promote the sub-
ject-Chinese aesthetic history, with other meaning, too.
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
