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Abstract

Social mobilization is not only an important means to carry out social ac-
tivities, but also an important manifestation of the ruling party’ s ability to gov-
ern. However, Social mobilization mechanism is the most critical factor to de-
termine the efficiency of social mobilization. Thus, it is very important to
strengthen the study of social mobilization mechanism.

In addition to the introduction and the conclusion, the thesis is divided
into five chapters, mainly expounding the background of the times of the inno-
vation of China’ s social mobilization mechanism since the reform and opening
up, the basic content of the innovation of China’ s social mobilization mecha-
nism since the reform and opening up, still constraints of China’ s social mo-
bilization mechanism since the reform and opening up, and the countermeas-
ures of the further development of China’ s social mobilization mechanism.

The first chapter focuses on analyzing and discussing the basic situation of
China’s social mobilization mechanism before the reform and opening
up. Before the reform and opening up, due to the limitations of the times, as
well as the constraints of a high concentration of political, economic and cul-
tural institution, China’ s social mobilization mechanism inevitably has defects
or lack of one kind or another. The subjects of social mobilization predominant-
ly were the Party’ s organizations and the governments. The social organizations
were not only unlikely to participate in social mobilization activities, but diffi-
cult to guarantee their survival. No doubt, this made that the subjects of social
mobilization inevitably had some limitations. The objects of social mobilization
were mainly concentrated on the working class and the peasantry. However,
the intellectuals, the democratic parties and the Chinese at home and abroad

were not seriously taken and mobilized, but also severely excluded, attacked
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and even persecuted. At the same time, in dealing with the international com-
munity , in addition to occasional initiative seeking the assistance of the social-
ist camp, China almost held a repulsive attitude to the international communi-
ty. It goes without saying that this seriously hampered the objects of social mo-
bilization in China. In terms of the means of social mobilization, because of a-
dopting highly centralized political system, economic system and cultural sys-
tem before the reform and opening up, China mainly relied on administrative
mobilization to carry out social mobilization. Precisely because of its administra-
tive color and relatively stronger mandatory, this kind of social mobilization
not only is unconducive to launch social mobilization, but also restricts the so-
cial mobilization. In terms of the content of social mobilization, before the re-
form and opening up, China predominantly carried out political mobilization,
but economic mobilization and cultural mobilization were less to be concerned
about, or even ignored. This section is to lay the groundwork for the compara-
tive study.

The second chapter mainly explains the situation which China’s social
mobilization mechanism faces and the background of the innovation of China’s
social mobilization mechanism after the reform and opening up, including the
conversion of the theme of the times, “War and Revolution” to “peace and
development” , the proposed tasks of socialist modernizations and the needs of
the development of China’s social mobilization mechanism. This section is an
introduction of the background, in order to clarify the ins and outs of the inno-
vation and development of China’ s social mobilization mechanism since the re-
form and opening up.

The third chapter mainly elaborates the historical process and basic ex-
perience of social mobilization in China since the reform and opening up. The
historical process of Social mobilization in China since the reform and open-
ing up in genaral has experienced six stages—the social mobilization stage of
land system reforms (1978 - 1984 ), the social mobilization stage of com-
prehensive reform in cities (1984 — 1988 ), the social mobilization stage of
summing up experience and consolidation adjustment (1988 —1992) , the

social mobilization stage of creating the basic framework of the socialist mar-
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ket economy system as the core content of the comprehensive reform (1992 —
2003 ), the social mobilization stage of promoting development through
“industrialization, urbanization and agricultural modernization” (2003 -
2012), and the new social mobilization stage of promoting the development
through “ Four Comprehensive Strategies” ( 2012present ) . Summing up
experience is in order to promote the development of China’s social mobiliza-
tion in China, and to improve the efficiency and level of our country’ s social
mobilization.

The fourth chapter mainly explains the basic content of the innovation of
China’ s social mobilization mechanism since the reform and opening up. After
the reform and opening up, with a series of reforms of China’ s economic sys-
tem, political system and cultural system, China’s social mobilization mech-
anism has also had a lot of changes and developments. These changes and de-
velopments specifically lie in the innovations and developments of subjects of
social mobilization, objects of social mobilization, means of social mobiliza-
tion, intrinsic mechanisms of social mobilization and so on. With transferring
of the Government’ s social space, social organizations also have gradually
been developed and are able to actively participate in social mobilization activi-
ties. Obviously, this has greatly expanded the subjects of social mobiliza-
tion. At the same time, with the extent of the reform and opening up continu-
ing to increase, the objects of social mobilization have also had a significant
expansion. Not only the intellectuals and the democratic parties are seriously
mobilized, but also the emerging class such as the private entrepreneurs, the
entrepreneurs of the private technology enterprises is also mobilized to the great
practice of socialist modernization. Meanwhile, China takes a positive, proac-
tive attitude to the international community and carries out a certain degree of
mobilization of the international community. Especially in a crisis period, Chi-
na’ s enthusiasm and initiative to mobilize the international community appears
more prominent and visible. For example, after Wenchuan Earthquake hap-
pened, China actively requested the international community to rescue. There
is no doubt that such a positive attitude and initiatives to agglomerate all as-

pects of forces are not only able to further promote China’ s modernization, but
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also conducive to earlier achieve the great revival of the Chinese nation. And
the most obvious change of the means of China’ s social mobilization is to use
the incentive mobilization. The ncentive mobilization can inspire the passion
and power of the objects of social mobilization from the internal, avoid manda-
tory, and thus improve the efficiency of social mobilization. Needless to say,
this kind of mobilization means is effective, and complies with the require-
ments of the times. In terms of the content of social mobilization, China mainly
focuses on economic mobilization. After all, economy is foundation, and
mainly determines the superstructure. Simultaneously, political mobilization
ecological civilization mobilization and cultural mobilization are carried
out. There is no doubt that these aspects of social mobilizations make the con-
tent of China’ s social mobilization more comprehensive. At the same time, af-
ter the reform and opening up, the intrinsic mechanisms of China’ s social mo-
bilization have also had significant adjustments and changes. Obviously, the
innovation and development of the intrinsic mechanisms greatly promote the in-
novation and development of the organic system of social mobilization mecha-
nism. From these aspects, it is not difficult to find that compared with China’
s social mobilization mechanism before the reform and opening up, China’s
social mobilization mechanism after the reform and opening up has obtained
greater innovation and development. Obviously, this part is the emphasis of
this thesis.

The fifth chapter takes Wenchuan Earthquake in 2008 as a case, deeply
analyzing and discussing the concrete application in reality of China’ s social
mobilization mechanism since the reform and opening up. And the combination
of such a typical representative case is to compensate the lack of realistic illus-
trations of this thesis.

The sixth chapter mainly analyzes some constraints of China’ s social mo-
bilization mechanism since the reform and opening up, and proposes counter-
measures. Since the reform and opening up, although China’ s social mobiliza-
tion mechanism has had a great development, there are still some con-
straints. This not only affects the developing of China’ s social mobilization

mechanism, but also influences the effectiveness of our social mobilization.
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Thus, it is particularly necessary for further improving China’ s social mobili-

zation mechanism to explore certain principles, methods and paths.
