If you want to learn English effectively, a good dictionary is a
must. Certainly we should be thinking of online dictionaries in the
Internet time. They’re free and the wireless Internet makes them
more and more accessible. But as you know, publishers make money
on books and CDs, so their online dictionaries are always limited in
some way. Typical limitations are: lack of recorded pronunciations,
missing phonetic transcriptions, smaller number of example
sentences.

Moreover, an online dictionary is slower to use than a
dictionary that’s installed on your computer. When you look up
dozens of words every day, it can really hurt your motivation if your
dictionary slows you down.

Therefore, my opinion is that online dictionaries are a useful
resource when you want to get some extra information about a word,
but for serious everyday work, online dictionaries are not necessarily
a good choice.
