Mu’s Collection is an important part of the Chinese rare books and manuscripts collected in
North America libraries., The former owner is Mu Xuexun (1880—1929), a native of Penglai.
Shandong province. spent 22 years collecting rare materials which covers all subjects of traditional
Chinese scholarship. The Collection was sold to University of Toronto in 1933 and housed in the
Cheng Yu Tung East Asian Library since 1961. An Annotated Bibliography of Chinese Rare Books
in the Cheng Yu Tung East Asian Library s University of Toronto is the [irst detailed bibliography
about the cream of this collection in the last 80 plus years and will benefits scholars all over the
world. Regretfully, book collectors’ seals on these books were not ret corded or annotated fully and
correctly at that time due to limited resources. This article is an attempt to add what were missed

and correct what were misinterpreted.
