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Abstract

Practice in the past ten years indicates that listed agri-
cultural companies have become important pillar to rural area
economy in our country and one of the vital ingredients of the
state economy, which emergence and development have
solved the peasants’ employment, income and the market-ori-
entation of peasant households’ production, thus pouring new
energy into China’s agricultural reform. Presently, it is of
practical significance and academic value to make research,
from the perspective of investment management, on how to
improve the quality of investment decision in effectively reor-
ganizing and re-allocating agricultural resources, optimizing
agricultural industry structure and accomplishing the task of
comprehensive construction of comparatively well-off society
set in the 16" Party Congress.

Based on the summary of relative investment decision
theory and approach study literature home and abroad, ac-
cording to the ideology of system theory and quality manage-
ment theory, taken into consideration of the actual situation
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of listed agricultural companies, sets up systematic thinking
and analysis framework for listed agricultural companies to
improve their investment decision quality and effect, inclu-
ding the framework of the relationship between investment
decision quality and investment effect, the framework of in-
vestment effect status judgment and cause analysis diagnosis
system, the framework of investment decision quality prob-
lem analysis and the framework of quality strategy system.

Considering that the status of investment effect will be
finally embodied in enterprise’s actual operation status, this
thesis builds the investment effect evaluation and diagnosis
system for listed agricultural companies, emphatically stu-
dies the index, content and methodology of financial per-
formance evaluation aimed at investment effect evaluation
and cause diagnosis, expert evaluation and tendency com-
parison evaluation of the investment effect before and after
the listing; besides, it analyzes actual cases of listed agri-
cultural companies, calculating and describing the evalua-
tion results; moreover, on the basis of actual case study, it
systematically analyzes the investment result status and its
causes of our country’s listed agricultural companies.

Given that it’s the premise of decision quality and im-
proving investment effect of listed agricultural companies to
analyze the problems existing in the investment decision
quality of the companies, this thesis adopts quality function

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extension method to analyzes the target, information and ap-
proaches of investment decision and quality features and
function features of main body’s elements; it also uses
“cause and result” analysis method, diagram analysis
method and model establishment method to analyze the rela-
tionship between the essential factors and the quality of in-
vestment decision; in addition, according to the relationship
between the essential factors and quality of investment effect,
it utilizes variable analysis method of system category to ana-
lyze the problems existing in listed agricultural companies’
investment decision target, information, approaches and
main body and the consequent impacts on the investment de-
cision quality; finally, it involves case study of actual com-
panies to analyze the problems existing in their investment
decision quality and the consequent impact on the investment
decision quality.

This thesis focuses on the study of how to improve deci-
sion quality and investment effect. It beginning with the tar-
get of listed agricultural companies investment effect and de-
cision quality management, mainly from the different per-
spectives of optimizing investment decision target, better in-
vestment decision informaton, improving investment decision
method and investment decision main body, based on the a-
nalysis of investment effect evaluation and impacting factors,

builds the strategy constitution analysis framework of how to

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improve investment decision quality; besides, with study on
actual company cases, from the perspective of enterprise in-
vestment decision quality optimization, it specifically analy-
zes the essential strategy construction factors of how to im-
prove the example listed agricultural companies’ investment
decision quality.

Enterprise investment effect and decision belongs to a
complex system. This thesis only serves as the primary fruits
of this system in terms of study on investment effect and deci-
sion of listed agricultural companies. Therefore, there are

many problems that are to be further studied.
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
