The structural particle “fY” is used to connect the attributive and what it qualifies. Its usages

are as follows:

When a noun, as an attributive, is used to show the nature or character of what it qualifies, it
needn’t take after it the structural particle “#J”. When a noun as an attributive is used to show the
possessive relation between it and what it qualifies, it usually takes after it the structural particle“fy”.
For example:

Sometimes “fJ” after a disyllable-adjective can be
omitted. For example:

When a personal pronoun is used as an attributive, it usually takes after it the structural particle
“H9”. If the word qualified by the personal pronoun is the one that shows the meaning of country,
group, organ or relatives, the personal pronoun needn’t take “fY” after it. If the demonstrative
pronoun “;X” or “}ji”, or the word showing time or place is used as an attributive after the personal
pronoun, “fJ” can be omitted between the personal pronoun and such kind of attributives. For
example:

The sentence with a verb as its predicate which tells the existence, emergence or disappearance
of a person or thing is known as a sentence showing existence, emergence or disappearance. The verb
of such a sentence tells the existence, emergence or disappearance of a person or thing at a certain place
or time and in a certain state or manner. Except in some very special cases(“# /4" ), there are some
other elements such as “T7, “Z&” or a complement after the verb. The person or thing that exists,
appears or disappears after the verb is indefinite, as a rule. The form of such a sentence is as follows:

Position word /time word + verb + the noun which denotes a person or a thing

be followed by predicate adjectives, predicate verbs, verb-object construction or subject-predicate
construction. Sometimes “4{H” and “FjH.” can be put at the head of two clauses for emphasis.
