Abstract

This study examines all kinds of education law relation systematically
from law norm to law relation and further to law realization and draws the fol-
lowing conclusions

First of all education law relation can be divided into three parts which
are external education relation and internal education relation and teacher rela-
tion. External education relation involves the relation between government and
school the relation between government and education agency the relation be-
tween government and teacher and the relation between government and stu-
dent. Internal education relation involves the inner management relation of pub-
lic school and those of private school. Teaching relation are mainly the relation
between teacher and student.

Secondly the adjustive methods of education relation are mainly through
law external and moral internal. Commonly speaking Education administrative
relation is adjusted by administrative law school management relations by ad-
ministrative law or civil law and teaching relations by moral. But all these are
not absolute. There also are some education administrative relations adjusted by
civil law or constitution some relations in the school management by the school
regulations and some teaching relations by administrative law or constitution.
The criterion that we judge the best way to adjust one education relation is the
spirit of justice equity and order.

Thirdly education law relation is a social relation which is regulated by
law. Education right relief is the base of realization of education law relation.
Under today s law system we must improve education appeals system and es-
tablish education arbitration system and constitutional litigation system except
dredging the available irrigation which consists of administrative review ad-
ministrative litigation and civil action.only through the institution can the edu-

cation law relation be realized.
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Finally education relations in China are transferring from subjective to-
ward equal. In the era of planned economy education relations are political and

administrative — oriented but today they become market and interest — orient-

ed.
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
