Al
around 4,000 B.C., two ancient Emperors Zhuanyu and Dichi established {(heir capital around Neihuang
area. At around 1,300 B.C., Pangeng, the King of Shang, moved his capital from Yan itoday’s Qufu
in Standong Province) to Xiaotuncun Village northwest to Anvang, and estahlished Yin Dvnasty. Yin
Dynasty lasted for 255 years, experienced cight eras and twelve kings. From late East Han Dynasty to
Wei, Jin, Southern and Northern Dynasty Pericd, Anvang was Capital for Cao Wei, Later Zhao, Ran
Wei, Former Yan, Eastern Wei and Northern Qi. The splendid Yinye Culture was accumulated in
Anyang. Currently, there are eight major national protected cultural relics, thirty—~eighl major prov—
ince—protected cuitural relics, and approximately 300 city/county protected cultural relics in Anvang.
There are thousands of cultural relics in museum collections. In terms of cultural relics, Anvang is 4

major city in Ilenan. Cultural relics related works are revealing their extraordinary importance in
economic and cultural development of the city.
