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My talk today is about China and the re-imagining of Anglophone cultural geography.
There are four questions that 1 will ask in my talk .

First, what is the nature of Anglophone cultural geography?

Second, what is the nature of Chinese cultural geography? this I think most of you
know better than I do, so I want to be brief in that section.

The third, what are the pressing issues confronting China that cultural geography
can help to address?

And fourth, how might the approach to Chinese cultural geography contribute to our
re-thinking of Anglophone cultural geography?

So 1 will take each of these in turn.

First, what is the nature of Anglophone cultural geography? 1 recall David
Livingstone, a historical cultural geographer, who said that, “there is no metaphysical
