It is quite different from or-
dinary ice which is simple frozen water. Dry ice was
first manufactured in 1925. It has fulfilled the hopes
of its inventors. It can be used for making artificial
fog in the movies. When steam is passed over dry
ice, a very dense vapor rises. It can also be used
for destroying insects in grain supplies.
