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Abstract

This book shows us the interactive construction and dual transition between the
contemporary elementary education and pedagogy theory of China. The interactive con-
struction process between the educational reform practice and the theory of education,
coexists in the social transformation reform habitat of China.

Besides general statements, this book includes three parts.

The first part is on the elementary education reform from a large perspective. From the
perspective of history, present situation and theory, we study the basic issues of Chinese
elementary education large-scale reform, such as educational system reform, the different
subjects and their relationships in educational reform, etc. in this part.

The second part is on school reform, in two sections. The first is about universal
and deep theoretical problems facing elementary school education reform, involving the
aspects of value orientation, the nature of knowledge, education reform, stage charac-
teristics of students’ development, school education as well as school culture construc-
tion and so on, and which focuses on doctrinal analysis and promotion of experi-
ence. The second one, through studying history of Chinese educational concepts, de-
scribes its transformation from traditional to modern like the most basic concept “Educa-
tion”

The third part discusses in the reconstruction of Chinese pedagogy theory. On the
whole, there are two sectors in which to reconstruct it. On the one hand, based on the
facts and problems of pedagogy developed as a discipline in China, we carry out re-
search on basic theoretical issues such as development history and the current situation,
discipline perspective and methodology of pedagogy; on the other hand, as the prereq-
uisites for reconstruction are comparatively clear, we make an attempt to reconstruction
of Chinese pedagogy theory from two angles: pedagogy of “life-practice” and interdisci-
plinary perspective shift.
