Hong has produced a superb study of Kingston’s rich and highly complex
novel, Her focus upon literary tricksterism and Kingston’s many variants
of the trickster figure enables her readers to perceive the many themes and
narrative strategies of the work. Within the context of the classical trickster
figures of world literatures, Fang gives us Kingston's more contemporary
*ethnic tricksters” who have distinctive, and competing, cultural and
political priorities. This book is an important contribution to American
literary criticism and Kingston studies.
