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Preface

Read Chinese Everyday is a series of textbooks with an emphasis on improving students’
reading skill. This set of books is topic-based, one unit per week. From Monday to Friday, we
select five articles for a week with increasing difficulty, including the texts, new vocabulary
and important language points related to the topics. We also designed a unit review to
summarize and reinforce students’ understanding.

In order to enhance students’ learning initiative, texts were selected from daily life, contemporary
China and the Chinese way of thinking. This not only helps foreign students to study the
language, but also learn more about Chinese society and culture. The compilation and design
of the books are with diverse texts such as narrative, and argumentative writing. We not only pay
attention to the genre of the texts but also the design of the exercises.

Read Chinese Everyday series consists of four volumes, including elementary, sub-intermediate,
intermediate and advanced articles, which are for students learning Chinese as a second language in

China or abroad, and for use as an extensive reading class, supplementary, or self-study materials.

Elementary

Designed for students with elementary reading ability. The objective is to master simple
sentences and learn 500 Chinese characters within 12 weeks. It involves daily life, social and
other communication activities. The main purpose is to enable students to understand people’ s daily

life in contemporary China.

Sub-Intermediate
Designed for students with basic reading skills. The objective is to master Chinese, complex
sentences, special sentences, and learn 1000 Chinese characters within 12 weeks. It involves

life, study, transportation, work, travelling and other communication activities.

Intermediate

Designed for students with general reading skills. The objective is to master more than
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pret®
1,500 Chinese characters and have a good knowledge of Chinese grammar within 12 weeks.
It involves family, media, customs, social and cultural aspects of more complex cultural
background, such as marital problems, education, legal issues, agriculture, industry and

technology.

Advanced

Designed for students with good reading skills. The objective is to master more than
2,500 Chinese characters, and allow students to use complex sentence patterns and read
abstract texts within 12 weeks. It involves social culture, art and literature, politics,
economics and other more complex content, such as China’s architectural, ethnic, artistic and

scientific development.

In each volume of the Read Chinese Everyday series:

1. Texts: The texts are topic-centered and provide students with communication. We conducted
a “needs analysis” of the learners who will use these books and we selected texts according to
their interests. In short, lively and interesting articles are taken mainly from the latest newspapers,
magazines and network. The social and cultural context in contemporary China is highlighted.
The difficulty of each passage is rated by the amount of new words and the complexity of
language points—the more stars the more difficult. Reading time is suggested, based on the
length and difficulty of the article.

2. Tips: At the end of each text, there are several sentences describing some text-related
cultural knowledge to help the learners understand the text.

3. New words: We list the main words at the end of each article with pinyin and the
English definition. This allows learners to expand their vocabulary.

4. Important language points: The language points are clarified by clear and concise language,
less concepts and terminology, more examples are provided. They are brief and readable, with
English translation.

5. Exercises: There are exercises after each text, designed at different levels, including many
interesting games.

6. Unit review: there is a unit review at the end of each unit (each week). It includes the
following components:

(1) Vocabulary review: main vocabulary ane listed, designed to help learners fully grasp
the usage of the term.

( 2 ) Fun weekend: There are diverse exercises in each unit, such as guessing riddles,
brainteasers, interesting character games and so on. The main purpose is to enable students to
enjoy learning Chinese.

( 3 ) Easy time: The jokes are related to the unit topic, help students understand some
Chinese customs and culture in a relaxed way.

( 4 ) Where have you ever seen: It provides learners with real photos with characters
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related to the unit topic. Through the photographs, students not only learn the language, but
also understand modern society in China. This is indeed very useful for foreign learners.

This material can be used for teaching Chinese as a second language. According to the
students, teachers can select articles as intensive reading in each unit (week), and the rest as
extensive reading. The texts can also be directly used as extensive reading materials, requiring
students to read them within a certain time for improving their reading speed, expand vocabulary,
and further understand China. It can also be used as self-learning materials. If the students can

read Chinese everyday, their Chinese can surely be improved.
