TV is the worst. TV reporters present themselves as shavings the perfect right to be anywhere, to ask
any questions. It doesn’t matter how personal the matter may be. People don’t trust the press the way
they used to. In most cases, stories are sensationalized in groups to attract more public attention.
Some papers print things that simply are not true. In many papers, if a correction has to be made, it
is usually buried among advertisements. I have received hundreds of letters from people asking me
how do you know what is true in the press these days.
