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Abstract

This paper mainly studied the formation, contents, position and
the influence of Li Da — Zhao’ s historical thought. Li Da - Zhao’ s
historical thought was formed in the 1920’ s. The sign was the publi-
cation of Shixueyaolun in 1924. The formation of Li Da — Zhao’ s his-
torical thought was the outcome of Chinese historiography moderni-
zing, and also was inseparable with his professional terms, personal
experiences, good wisdom and ability. At the beginning of 20 centu-
ries, with the great changes and fast development of Chinese society,
the Chinese modern age historiography also stepped on modernizing
course,, moreover , the May 4th New Culture Movement also promoted
this course . On this cultural background, as Peking University pro-
fessor, Li Da — Zhao used Marxist materialistic history view as theory
foundation, positively proceeded the research of historiography prac-
tice and historical theory, relied on his good historiography faculty.

The contents of Li Da — Zhao’ s historical thoughts was profound
and systematic, involving the theoretical problems of history. So the
paper analyzed Li Da — Zhao’ s historical thoughts specifically and
thoroughly, which covered history theory, historiography theory, his-
torical epistemology as well as the historical methodology. The history
theory talks about basic problems concerning history essence, such as
history and its contents and characters, the motive power of history,

the rules of motivating history development, people’ s activity, etc.
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The historiography theory concerns the object, mission, characteris-
tic, system, function and the relations to other courses. Historical
epistemology refers to subject and object and their relation of history,
the truth of the history cognition and its examination, history cognition
and its deepening. The historical methodology concerns the relation
between historical method and historical methodology, mission and
level of history research methods.

Li Da — Zhao and his historical thought had special position and
influence in the Chinese historiography history. Li Da ~ Zhao’ s his-
torical thought established not only the theory foundation for the Chi-
nese Marxist historiography, but also pioneered new road and the di-
rection of development for Chinese modern historiography.

This book combined theory analyzes with the description of histor-
ical facts. In the research, the paper tried hard to unify historical
methods with logic methods. Under the leading of materialistic history
view, in the light of the practical and realistic attitude, the paper re-
searched Li Da — Zhao’ s historical thought systematically.
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
