helpful of these skills include making use of the various aids to understanding that most text

books provide/ and skim-reading for a general survey. /

Commonwealth leaders agreed to lift Nigeria’s three-and-a-half years’ suspension on May
29, the day the military government hands over power to an elected president, the organiza-
tion secretary general announced yesterday. Nigeria was suspended from the 54 nation group
of mainly former British colonies in 1995 after it executed 9 minority rights activists including
writer King Thara Wiwa. But now that the country has embarked on the return to democra-
cy, Commonwealth heads of government have agreed to end this estrangement. Secretary
general chief Amika Anyaco said in a statement, *I'm delighted that an unfortunate episode in
Nigeria-Commonwealth relations will now come to an end and Nigeria is resuming its rightful
place in the Commonwealth. ”

“Malaysian authorities are discussing possible salvage efforts with Sun Cruises, the
Singapore owner of a luxury liner, that sunk off Malaysia last week”, a news report said
yesterday.
