It is an apparent fact that computers are an important part of life today. However, many people wonder
whether humans of the future will direct the computer or whether the opposite will be true. Perhaps we can
account for this fear as follows. It is human nature to dislike anything that causes alteration in one’s life-styie.
Since there is unanimity of opinion that computers have made and will continue to make our lives different,
this is one reason for fear. A second reason is that, since many people do not understand the limits of com-

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puters, they are perplexed by them and afraid of them.

However, as computers become cheaper to buy and easier to
use, more people are procuring their own personal computers
for use at home. As a result, the public is learning that, while
computers may be good “collaborators”, they can only do ex-
actly what humans tell them to do. In addition, the smallest
speck of dust in the wrong place can cause the machines to
break down. These limitations, and others, are grave ones.
So, although people know that they will never be able to have
an option of a life free from computers in the future, they are becoming less afraid of them. They are learning

that computers can be both innocuous and helpful machines for improving the quality of life.
