Herbal medicine is common to all races and peoples——
Asian, Chinese, Egyptian, Greek, Roman, Indian and others. A
Chinese herbal written in 2500 BC listed 365 herbs. Papyri from
Egypt dated to 1550 BC revealed a knowledge of 700 plant
medicines, many of which are known and used today:; elder,
juniper, gentian, fennel, linseed, myrh and peppermint. During
the Greek and Roman civilizations, Hippocrates, Galen,
Dioscorides, Theophrastus and any other physicians extended
herbal knowledge providing detailed medicinal descriptions.
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Following the advent of printing came many great European
herbals, one of the most famous being Gerard’s herbal printed in
1636 which gave the medicinal uses of about 3800 plants.
