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Summary

1. This summary outlines some major indexes and important changes of
China’s agricultural and rural economic development in 2005 described in the
chapters, and makes some forecasts about the agricultural and rural economic
development in 2006.

2. In 2005, rural sectors produced 46. 2 percent of China’s GDP (in current
price, the same below), 0.4 point below that of the previous year. Of China’s
GDP, agriculture accounted for 12.4 percent, 0.7 point down; rural secondary
industry for 21. 6 percent, 0.5 point up; rural tertiary for 12. 2 percent, 0. 2 point
down.

3. In 2005, China’s GDP increased by 9.9 percent. Of the growth rate of
GDP, rural sectors contributed to 4. 38 points and accounted for 44. 2 percent of
the whole growth, 1.3 points down from that of the previous year. In rural sectors,
agriculture contributed to 0. 61 point and accounted for 6. 2 percent of GDP growth,
1. 4 points down from the previous year; rural secondary industry contributed to
2. 97 points and accounted for 30 percent, 1.6 points up; rural tertiary industry
contributed to 0. 79 point and accounted for 8 percent, 1.5 points down from that
of the previous year.

4. In 2005, value added of farming, forestry, animal husbandry, and fishery
reached 2271.8 billion yuan ( value added of service from farming, forestry,
animal husbandry, and fishery is not included) , increased by 5.2 percent in real
term, the growth rate is 1. 1 points lower than that of the last year. Of the value
added of farming, forestry, animal husbandry, and fishery (value added of service
from farming, forestry, animal husbandry, and fishery is included ), farming

accounted for 55.3 percent, 0.5 point down from the previous year; forestry
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accounted for 4.1 percent, 0.2 point below that of the previous year; animal
husbandry accounted for 28. 1 percent, 0.1 point up; fishery accounted for 10
percent, 0.3 point up.

5. In 2005, of the value added of rural sectors, agriculture accounted for
32. 6 percent, a reduction of 0. 5 point; the secondary industry accounted for 52. 6
percent, an increase of 0.5 point; the tertiary industry accounted for 14.8
percent, kept the same percentage.

6. In 2005, value added of township and village enterprises (TVEs) reached
4660 billion yuan, increased by 11. 4 percent over 2004, Of which, value added of
industry was 3320 billion yuan, increased by 13. 1 percent; the business income of
TVEs was 18650 billion yuan, increased by 12.1 percent; the sum of profit was
1120 billion yuan, increased by 12.7 percent; the sum of taxes was 420 billion
yuan, increased by 14. 8 percent.

7. In 2005, the retail sales of consumer goods at county level and below was
2208.2 billion yuan, increased by 11.5 percent from the previous year. It
accounted for 32. 9 percent of the total retail sales of consumer goods in China, 1.2
points down from the last year.

8. In 2005, the area sown to grain was 104,27 million ha. , increased by
2. 67 million ha. or 2. 6 percent from the previous year; the area sown to cotton
was 5. 06 million ha. , decreased by 0. 63 million ha. ; the area sown to oil-bearing
crops was 14. 31 million ha. , decreased by 0. 12 million ha. ; the area sown to
sugar crops was 1. 56 million ha. , decreased by 0. 01 million ha. ; the area sown to
vegetable was 17. 74 million ha. , increased by 0. 18 million ha. .

9. In 2005, output of grain was 484 million tons, increased by 3. ] percent
over 2004 ; output of cotton was 5. 70 million tons, decreased by 9.8 percent;
output of oil-bearing crops was 30.78 million tons, increased by 0.4 percent;
output of vegetable was 562. 84 million tons, increased by 2.2 percent; output of
fruit was 160. 76 million tons, increased by 4. 8 percent; output of sugar crops was
95. 51 million tons, decreased by 0. 2 percent.

10. 1In 2005, total output of meat was 77. 0 million tons, 6.3 percent higher
than that of the previous year. In which, pork, beef, and mutton increased by

6.6, 5.6, and 9.3 percent respectively. Total output of poultry and eggs were 27
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million tons, increased by 5 percent; output of aquatic products was 51. 0 million
tons, increased by 4 percent.

11. In 2005, average producer price of agricultural products went up by 1. 4
percent than that of the last year. Of which, average producer price of farming
products, forest products, livestock products, and fishery products went up by
1.6, 4.8, 0.5, and 4. 7 percent respectively. The average producer price of grain
decreased by 0.9 percent. Of which, producer price of wheat decreased by 3.6
percent, producer price of corn decreased by 2 percent. The producer price of
cotton went up by 11. 8 percent from that of the previous year; the producer price
of sugar crops went up by 11.6 percent; the producer price of oil-bearing crops
went down by almost 9 percent; the producer price of vegetable went up by 7.2
percent; the producer price of fruit went up by 7. 4 percent. The producer price of
pig went down by 2.4 percent; the producer price of cattle went up by 1.6
percent; the producer price of milk products went down by 0.4 percent; the
producer price of poultry and eggs went up by 5.6 and 6.4 percent respectively.
The producer price of seawater products went up by 4.2 percent; the producer
price of freshwater products went up by 7.9 percent.

12. In 2005, price of agricultural production means went up by 8. 3 percent
than that of the previous year. Of which the price of chemical fertilizer went up by
12. 8 percent.

13. In 2005, per capita production input of farmer households was 1312
yuan, increased by 289 yuan or 18.2 percent in real term from that of the last
year. Of the production input, agricultural production took up 1058 yuan,
increased by 229 yuan or 27.6 percent. Of the input in agriculture, per capita
input in farming took up 541 yuan, increased by 106 yuan or 24. 4 percent; animal
husbandry took up 477 yuan, increased by 111 yuan or 30. 4 percent. Per capita
input by farmer households in the secondary and tertiary industry in all was 131
yuan, increased by 36 yuan or 37.9 percent. Per capita expenditure by farmer
households on productive fixed assets was 130 yuan, increased by 24 yuan or 22.1
percent.

14. 1In 2005, per unit area yield of major agricultural crops increased. Per

unit area yield of grain reached to the highest level in history again. Based on sown
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
