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Introduction

Public policy in “civic education—social practice activities for students” can be defined as the agreed
upon ways that governments at various levels to solve such problems as protecting the rights of

individuals and promoting the common welfare. Some public policies are written into laws by

legislatures; others are adopted by administrative organs of governments to become regulations or

statutes for solving relevant problems.

The examples of public policymaking by legislature and government are given as follows:

@ Law to limit driving speed is made by legislature and enforced by traffic police.

@Regulation on prohibition of adolescent going into electronic game playroom is made by 'gove‘m-
ment and enforced by supervision administration of the city.

@ Regulation on prohibition of vender emplacing stall in thoroughfare is made by government and

enforced by supervision administration of the city.

When people identify the problems existed in the communities, they often request the government
prepare methods to solve them, and take the methods as regulations or statutes to solve similar problems.
But the following situations often exist in real life:

@ Existing policies or laws are hardly effective.

@ Existing policies or laws are not enforced.

@ No policies and laws solve these problems.

As ordinary citizens, you are responsible to express your ideas for solving these problems to the

government, supervise the policies being enforced effectively and submit comments or methods to
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improve existing policies. If you want that your proposed methods for solving problems could be
adopted by government (you want to participate in public policymaking of the government), you
need to know government at what level and which administrative organ is responsible for public
policymaking or public policy adjusting. For instance, provincial people’s congress is a legislature; it
can guide relevant administrative organs to enforce local laws and statutes passed by it. Provincial

government can make public policies so as to fulfill the responsibilities endowed by law.

Besides, when we submit proposals to the government for solving some problems, it is important that
we can not request the government to do things that infringe constitution, laws, local administrative
laws and statutes. It is every citizen’s rights and responsibility to review whether the existing policies

and your proposals infringe constitution and laws or not.

Civic education—book for students aims at helping you to express your comments, confirm govern-
ment at what level or which organ most suitable for solving the problems you identified, and decide
the method that can influence public policymaking of relevant administrative organs. Thus, you need
to cooperate with other students, with the help of your teachers and adult volunteers to do the follow-
ing work:

1. Select the problem you want to study. You should learn to observe things happened around
yourselves; learn what happened in the community through parents and relevant persons; learn what
happened in the society through newspapers and magazines. What problems arouse your attention
and you should record general situation, objective fact and your thought. Based on aforesaid materials,
select the problem you want to study.

2. Gather and study information on the problem. You should know what have been done by others
on the problem you want to study; what experience and matters exist? If you want to improve work-
ing efficiency, you have to stand on the giant’s shoulder, learn to gather and evaluate more informa-
tion on the problem.

3. Study existing public policies. You should know what regulations and policies existed on the

problem, what are their advantages and disadvantages. Why are they inefficient?
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4. Prepare your method for solving the problem. Compare and analyze advantages and disadvan-
tages of existing policies so as to get many other methods; ponder and improve these methods
repeatedly, then you will obtain a new method for solving the problem—XX method for solving the
problem from XX Project Group.

S. Develop an action plan. If you believe your inethod for solving the problem can play an active
role to make community better and protect common welfare, you should develop an action plan,
describe how to influence the legislature and administrative organ of government to adopt your method,

so as to make it become statute or policy for solving the similar problem.

After completion of above-mentioned work, you should develop a portfolio and a documentation
binder. Portfolio displays your main contents of work items and the contents shall be concise and to
the point. Put all data and information related to your work items in the binder methodically, and data

and information shall be orderly, true and sufficient.

Competition between classes should be carried out. Members of People’s Congress and People’s
Political Consultative Conference at different levels should be invited to participate in the program.
Show your method for solving the problem to them and manage to obtain their attention, comprehen-
sion and support so as to make your method for solving the problem become statute or policy for

solving the similar problem.
