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PREFACE

This book, which is the sequel to Practical Japanese Workbooks

16 - Adjectives: beginners to intermediate, was written for advanced

learners of the Japanese language. There are two kinds of adjectives
in Japanese, “Kanjoo adjectives” and “Zokusei adjectives” , and both
appear in the previous book. Kanjoo adjectives describe subjective
emotions and feelings (e.g. “natsukashii” as “good old” , sentimental,

“hazukashii” as ashamed) and Zokusei adjectives describe things
objectively (e.g. “ookii” as big, large, “takai” as high, expensive) in
the book. However, some adjectives belong to both categories

* depending on the usages, as in the following examples:

a) KENWRVOT, FATE THHELY, (Kanjoo adjective)
(sabishii: lonely)

I feel lonely as I do not have friends here.

b) FAHUT, ARB—A b 22O LV VEET 572, (Zokusei adjective)
(sabishii: solitary)
It is a solitary view with no tree.
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“Sabishii” in a) describes the speaker’ s feeling. On the other
hand, the one in b) describes the view objectively. With the knowledge
of the Japanese language you have leamt, we hope that you learn
Japanese adjectives in further depth. ‘

At the beginning of this book, “structures of adjectives” are
explained with such word forms as derivation, compounds, and so on.
Then the adjectives we selected for advanced learners are categorized
in 6 groups from semantic aspects: people and animal descriptions,
five .senses, emotions, evaluations of objects, shapes and conditions of
objects, and notions. The 6 categories are the basis of the 6 chapters,
which explain the meanings of each adjective and show model
sentences.

However, we must emphasize that it is not the purpose of this.
book to define the categories of those adjectives. They are categorized
so that the learners may study adjectives effectively.

Moreover, only the stems of entry words are shown as in the
previous book, with the mark of (for i-adjectives) and @ (for
na-adjectives). We hope that you find [£%% ] at the end of every
section and [ % & W] in the last section useful. [/ =2 & 23—

=1] is a column designed to introduce several topics of the adjectives.
