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ABSTRACTS

Historic Cultural Cities and Towns in Sichuan compiled for the first time
include 44 cities well chosen from all the historic cultural cities or towns in
different protection levels in Sichuan Province. It has been organized into
special chapters for all the cities, including their evolutions of the histories
and the patterns, historic sites, the traditional style and features, the previous
city planning activities, etc. The 450,000 Chinese characters, 238 illustrations
and 634 photographs in this book have important referential and collectable
values to the practice, the teaching and research of both urban construction

and urban planning.
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
