They clean
the houses, do the dishes, make the beds, pick and wash vegetables and
prepare lunch., Some white-haired folks read comic books on their house
porches.

At eleven-thirty, the schoolboys and schoolgirls walk back home for
lunch. One hour later, they go ‘back to school for the afternoon classes.



Toward the end of the afternoon, everything begins to close. Mr.Wang
locks the bank door promptly at five o'clock. Mr. Zhou leaves the post of-
fice half an hour after that. The schoolboys and schoolgirls walk back
home by twos and threes, playing on the way. At six o'clock Mr. Li gets
home from school, and the stores close one by one.

Although the town is small, it's rich. Every family has such household
electric appliances as color TVs, refrigerators, washing-machines, microwave
heaters, air-conditioners and electric roasters. Two families even have pri-
vate cars. In the center of the town there's a dancing-hall. Every night, the
loud music of the ballroom dancing or disco comes out from there.
