Chapter 1. Comparative research on the mode of the
social security system between the US and Sweden.

In the United States, social security system has been
countered by liberalistic thoughts while it’s struggling to
systematization, although dropped behind other western
countries at the very beginning, it shaped the low benefit-
level social security mode finally. During the New Deal of
Roosevelt, social security system was employed as an anti-
crisis measure, with the expanded-items and full-coverage,
this system began to be oppugned by some liberalistic
economics and the demos. Social security system endured
huge pressure, which resulted in the limited-benefit system.

Unlike the United States, in the 19 century, the
Swedish government began to pay attention to the fields of
pension insurance, unemployment insurance and Medicare.
During the economic crisis in the 1930s, the Social
Democratic Party in power, which is in possession of
compromise and cooperation took the action of reformism
with the spirit of social-improving. Under the reins of
government and the slogan of “People’s Home”, it began to

build the welfare state, finally became the apotheosis of the
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
