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This anti-literature attitude includes the idea that reading of
literature is impractical, unproductive and perhaps stightly im-
moral or at least feminine, because it is basically a pleasure-cen-
tered, leisure-time activity. Many people think that literary inter-
ests are undemocratic, proud because of “ upper-class” connota-
tions and because some people have atternpted to use *culture” and
literary knowledge in a snobbish way for social-climbing and as a
