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Preface

I . Guiyang Statistical Yearbook 2005 (abbreviated as Yearbook hereafter) is
an annual publication which provides comprehensive and systematic data series
about the nation economy and social development in Guiyang City in 2004 and
some selected data series in historically important years. It includes much sta-
tistical information on social, economic, scientific and technological develop-
ment in the city and in various districts and counties.

II . The yearbook contains 22 parts: Divisions of administrative areas and na-
tional resources; General survey; Population and family planning; Employment
and wages; Investment in fixed assets; Energy consumption in industry ; Indus-
try; Enterprises investigating; Construction; Agriculture and rural economy;
Domestic trade, foreign trade and tourism; Traffic, transportation, postal and
telecommunication services; Government finance, banking; securites, insur-
ance and taxation; Science, education, culture and broadcasting; Public
health; sports and social welfare; Urban public utilities; Price Index; Peoples
livelihood ; Districts and counties; Major economic indicators of all provincial
capital in China; Information on regions ( prefectures and cities ) in Guizhou
Province and Major economic indicators in main years.

Il. The major data sources of this publication are obtained from annual statisti-
cal reports and some from sample surveys and department material. Since the
Comprehensive survey of economy has not been finished, part of data related to
national economic account, industry, construction and investment in fixed as-
sets are from preliminary reports, part of data are incomplete and the parts of
statistical coverage of 2004 are not comparable with last year; if this gives your
use to cause inconvenience we should expect to obtain understanding from our
readers.

IV. Statistical discrepancies due to rounding are not adjusted in this yearbook.
V.If the data in the former yearbooks are not in accordance with the Year-
book, take those in the Yearbook of 2005 as the standard
