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PREFACE

I . Guangzhou Statistical Yearbook 2006 (abbreviation as the Yearbook below)is an annual
statistics publication, which covers main statistics in 2005 and some selected major data series in
historically important years since the establishment of the People’s Republic of China particularly
the period of reforming and being open to the outside at municipal level and local level of district
or city at county level and township and village, and therefore reflects various aspects of
Guangzhou Municipality ' s social and economic development.

II. The Yearbook contains the following 17 chapters, 1. Gerneral Survey; 2.Population;
3. Employment and Wages; 4. Investment in Fixed Assets; 5. Production and Consumption of
Energy; 6. Finance, Banking and Insurance; 7. Price Indices; 8. People’ s Livelihood; 9.
Urban Public Utilities; 10. Agriculture; 11. Industry; 12. Construction; 13. Transport, Post
and Telecommunication Services; 14. Domestic Trade; 15. Foreign Trade, Economic
Cooperation and Tourism; 16. Science and Technology; 17. Education, Culture, Sports,
Public Health, Social Welfare, Environmental Protection and Others. In the appendices the data
listed are main economic indicators of China, Guangdong province, Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region and Macao Administrative Region.

I1I. In the Yearbook the total includes unban districts and two citics at county level Conghua
and Zengcheng.Guangzhou’ s administrative regions were adjusted in September in 2005, and
unban districts include Liwan, Yuexiu, Haizhu, Tianhe, Baiyun, Huangpu, Panyu,Huadu, Nansha
and Luogang .

IV. In the Yearbook the data of main indicators of national economic accounts, industry,
energy, construction, real estate trade and domestic trade related to the First National Economic
Census are adjusted from 1993 to 2003.

V . In the Yearbook all indices and annual growth speed are caculated on the comparable
coverage.

VI. The prices used in calculation in the Yearbook are current prices except noted.

VII. In any case the data of this book shall be deemed as the authoritative ones.

VII. In the Yearbook all caculating errors of some total and regular figures for the differency
of measuring units don’t be adjusted.
