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Abstract

The paper holds that, the historical view of the Hu-
manism is based on the logical premise of the abstract and
transcendental theory of human nature. Under the logical
premise the theoretical formula has coming into being, the
formula is “Human—Nonhuman—>Human being”. This his-
torical view is idealism because it used the abstract category
—— “Human nature” to explain the human’s history. Even
today, the view could still be found in some branches of
modern philosophy.

It is the view that overturned the theological view of
history and made the history human itself. but the view
stopped before the Man, the Human nature, which didn’t
go on to explore the riddle of development of men’s history.
and the historical view of Humanism was one important part
of the ideology of bourgeoisie.

Marx’s historical materialism based on the human’s
practices and social relationship holds that the history of
man is birthed from the human’s producing processes. And,
the “Human nature” also is developed in the man’s material
practice,

Because Historical materialism set it’s logical start up-
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on the man’s practice, it scientifically explained the Man and
the Human nature, and found the law of the history, re-
solved the basic problem of the history, made itself scientifi-
cally philosophy of history. For these difference the two his-
tory view was strongly against each other in the view of an-
thropology, value, methodology and so on.

So, the two historical view is against each other in the
explaining the man’s history. Using historical view of the
Humanism to explain and interpret the man’s practice inevi-
tably resulted in the idealism of the history, but, if using
the historical materialism we could access into the authentic
process of our history. Just in this meaning, Althusser said
that Marxism philosophy was “the theoretical antihuman-
ism”. Historical materialism in this aspect goes beyond the
humanism history view.

Of course, the historical view of Humanism is the re-
placement of theology in the history philosophy. But, it just
stopped by the “Man”, so it couldn’t scientifically interpret
the man’s history. By reviewing the history of Humanism
we could tell that the historical view of the Humanism
played very important role in the capitalism ideology.

In the end, the paper again analyzes and answeres back

some ideas to the historical materialism.
