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Abstract

Nowadays, the situation of organized crime, grouped and ganged
crimes tend to be obvious in Taiwan District. The most serious political
issue is that the underworld gangs get involved in all kinds of trades to
run their businesses by the types of enterprise and organization, even in-
tervene in politics actively, so that cause “money politics”. The same as
foreign countries, underworld gangs’ evolution is developed from black-
gards to gangs to organized crime finally in Taiwan District. As the socie-
ty, politics, economy change fast, the underworld appear diversified and
growth-up in recent years.

Therefore , this research reviewing history of organized crime in Tai-
wan District and attempt to conclude the reasons that organized crime
grow. This study also attempt to put the theory which suits the situation
of Taiwan and demand in order by probing into background and reason of
the organized crime of Taiwan, and draw lessons from the countries all
over the world and organize the crime state and legal system, and view to
the organized crime phenomenon of Taiwan finally, including discussion
of legal system, enforce system and policy system. It is expected to earn
some benefits to legislating, the direction in the future of law enforce-
ment agency, and the work of defending organized crime pass to retro-
spect of the organized crime phenomenon, current legal system and carry
out Taxi self-criticism.

The research approach adopts the analytic approach of the refe-

rences mainly, and uses the scientific method to carry on the local evi-
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dential research of the organized criminal phenomenon of Taiwan. Co-
mparative analysis and official statistical data analytic approach are used
to carry on the basic research to the organized crimes of Taiwan, namely
through the collection, arrangement, discussion, analyses and combina-
tion of references to build and construct strategies of completely resisting
organized crimes and offer our government the research of developing
antiorganized crimes.

This research also provides the proper strategies of defending orga-
nized crimes in Taiwan District. In the aspect of preventing and control-
ling the organized crimes, over the last 40 years, a series of actions of
ridding of underworld in Taiwan have got extraordinary achievement, yet
the organized crimes still spread. Therefore, in the practices of preve-
nting and controlling, the effective way is to adopt direct ban and pre-
cautionary measures at the same time to both clean the head and beat the
followers ; in the lawful strategies, we have continually completed regula-
tions of Prison Act, Organized Crime Prevention Act and set up related
preventing laws, for examples: Witness Protection Act, Money Launde-
ring Control Act, Controlled Drugs Act, Firearms Management Regula-
tions and Crime Victims Protection Act and so on. We point out some
ways as follows as executive strategies:

1. It’s necessary to revise related laws to complete them.

2. Taiwan District and Mainland China should cooperate to beat the
organized crimes.

3. Due to the increasing terrorism in the world, we should be active
in legislating regulations to prevent and deal with related system.

4. Due to the internationalization and over-territory of organized
crimes, international cooperation on arresting organized crimes is a
must.

Except the above four points, entering a border line illegally and

maritime criminal question should also be paid attention, for examples:
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smuggling guns, ammunition, firearm, transporting drugs, washing dirty
money, etc. All of these crimes should be completely prevented.
Consequently, the conclusion of this research thinks mainly that the
criminal policy should pay attention on two respects: the first one is to
adopt the wide and tight criminal policy, which is to say that the puni-
shment depends on the slight or heavy crimes. We should strenuously
arrest greater endangering criminal types such as the drugs, firearms
ammunition, running a blockade, but take and lead to the good and tol-
erant attitude to slighter crime. Second, the criminal policy should be
legislated. The criminal policy of Taiwan should be brought into criminal
law, namely “law is the root, and the policies are the branches”. In or-
der to protect the human rights, it’s also necessary to do the acting plan
and strategy which is based on actual criminial aituations according to in-
stant and changing external environment. Finally, enhancing the cooper-
ation between Taiwan District and international societies and Mainland

China is the urgent mission to defeat organized crime.
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
