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ABSTRACT

In the research of firm expansion, the passage finds out the regu-
larity of expanding as well as growing of conglomerates. Technical
change transforms the economy of scope and scale of firm, at the same
time, income and assets of big firm shows gro-wing trend in market
competition. Big firm has regularity in regional distribution, whose are
distributed in high-standard economy and technology regions on the
whole, meanwhile tended to newly-developed economy areas. For one
thing, industries distribution of big enterprises tends to hasten indus-
tries centralization, for another, to newly increased industries particu-
larly in highly-centralized technology innovation industries. The basic
expansion path of big enterprise is to produce and manage, more im-
portant is intensive management of supporting continuous develop-
ment, because of increasing of keen competition and the need of cap-
ital centralization, it pay more attention to capital management, and it

develops cross-region and cross-country management on technology
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difference between the regions. The expansion form of conglomerates
strategically focus on expansion of specialization and diversification in
relation to technology, and due to the keen competition they prefer to
intensive expansion between extensive expansion and intensive expan-
sion; it undergoes cross-region and cross-country expansion by tech-
nology difference of the regions and their technical dominant position .
The firm expansion pashed by technology innovation and other forms of
innovation has advanced effect both inside and outside of firms, it also
brings changes and rises of industries structure in macro-economy,
leads to mass expansion of conglomerates , increases monopolization
in market structure and makes firm tend to small.

The expansion of firm in China should be based on the stages of
the economy development and that of industries, then makes decision
for development of industries and firm development of technology;
while makes choice of strategy on capital management, cross-country
management, and intensive management. The strategic option of cap-
ital management is linked with industries, to orientate reasonably is
the key for choice of cross-country management, to insist and strength-

en technology innovation is the core for intensive management.
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
