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Brief Introduction

Bijie lies in the northwestern part of Guizhou, neighboring Yunnan
Province to the west, Sichuan Province to the north, Zun Yi to the
east, Anshun and Lupanshui city to the south respectively. It is
administratively divided into 7 counties and 1 county-level city, which
are Bijie, Dafang, Qianxi, Jinsha, Zhijin, Nayong, Weining and
Hezhang, 250 townships. The prefecture covers an area of 26853
sq. km. with a population of 7.26 million by the end of 2005. The
agriculture population takes up 93% of the total. Bijie is a prefecture
with various ethnic groups, of which 34 are minority nationalities, i.e.
the Yi, Hui, Miao, etc. The ethnic minorities make up 28 % of Bijie's
total population.

Situated on slope of east Yunnan-Guizhou piateau, Bijie is the
typical karst mountainous area with many mountains and deep
valley, the relative discrepancy in elevation is up to 2443 meters.
The prefecture has a subtropical monsoon climate, the annual
average temperature is 13.20°C, annual rainfall is about 1100
millimeters, there is no severe cold in winter, nor too hot in summer,
all these natural condition are favorable for the growth of various
kinds of animals and plants. Most rivers here belong to the Yangtze
River and the rest to Pearl River respectively. The total reserves of
hydro energy are about 2.22 million kilowatts. The developable
amount can be 1.6 million kilowatts.

The agricultural resource is various, apart from producing grain
crops such as the maize , wheat , corn , potato , kidney bean ,etc.,
Bijie also abounds in traditional Chinese medicinal materiais such as
encomia, yellow cypress, Chinese gall , etc. and cash crops as

tobacco , rape , hot pepper , garlic , crude lacquer , tea ,etc. and

fresh & dried fruits such as the walnut , apple , yellow pear etc., the

beasts and birds' products such as the catle , cow, pig , sheep ,
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chicken ,etc. Most agriculture products are sold well in the domestic and
international markets.

The mineral resource is widely distributed and has a complete variety. 40
different minerals have been discovered in the prefecture , The best
known are coal ,iron, phosphorus , sulphur iron , lead zinc , marble ,
basait , potassium ,etc. among which the coal deposits amount to 24.7
billion tons, taking up 48% of the whole province. Sulphur iron,
phosphorus, iron, lead zinc, silica, etc. also form superiority of main
mineral resource in the western china.

Located on the Mt. Wumeng of the Yunnan-Guizhou plateau, Bijie is one
of the typical areas where karst landform are well developed, offering
ideal tourist attraction consisting of beautiful mountains, clear waters and
grotesque caves, hence it is called “fascinating natural park” and “natural
air-conductor” . There are many scenic areas worth visiting, for example,
the Zhijin Cave, the king of cave and the most beautifut cave in China; the
azalea forest in counties of Qianxi and Dafang, primitive azalea belts in
the national forest park rarely seen in the world; Lake Caohai in Weining
County, a national nature reserve reputed as a shining pearl on the
plateau; the Jiudongtian scenery, about 7-km long called the Chinese
encyclopedia of cave; the Zhongxihe tandscapes, a provincial scenic
spot. As far as human landscape is concerned, there are many, for
instance, Guanyindong Poleo-humankind Relics in Qianxi County, the
Kele Tombs from the Han Dynasty in Hezhang County, the Lady
Shexiang Museum nationally protected culture relics, Bijie Datun Yi
Chieftain Manor, the Long March relics left by the Chinese Red Army, etc.
Proposed by the president Hu Jintao as he was the general secretary of
CPC of Guizhou provincial committee, with approval from the state
council in June 1988, the Experimental Area of Ecology Restoration for
Development and Poverty Alleviation in Bijie prefecture was established
in the light of three themes as "Reducing poverty by development,

undertaking ecological construction and controlling population expansion”.



Since the Experimental Area of Ecology Restoration for Development and
Poverty Alleviation was established, under the leadership of the CPC
committee and the people government at all levels, with the support of all
democratic parties, People of all nationalities in the whole prefecture
centre on three major themes of the Experimental Area of Ecology
Restoration for Development and Poverty Aileviation firmly. Within 17
years effort, the Experimental Area of Ecology Restoration for
Development and Poverty Alleviation has shaken off the vicious circle of
"population expansion--poor economy--ecologicai deterioration" and Bijie's
economy and society have undergone great changes.

First, the economic actual strength has grown rapidly and has got
significant achievement. By the end of 2004, the GDP reached 19,603
millions yuan, increase by 9.55% every year. The revenue went up to
2638 million yuan from 302 million yuan. The grains output is up to
2.3822 million tons from less 1.0383 million tons. Farmer per capita net in
come increase from 226 yuan to 1665 yuan, the poor people have
dropped from 3.122 million to 0.641 million, the natural popuiation growth
rate decreased from 21.29%to 9.80% The soil erosion and water runoff
are reduced by 35%,the forestry vegetation coverage rate rises up to
33.92% from 14.9%.

Second, the infrastructure facilities are being improved constantly in Bijie.
The energy industry has become one of the mainstay industries of Bijie,
An economy system mainly consisting of coal expioit, hydropower and
thermal power has taken shape that is characterized by the resources
superiority of this prefecture. The Dafang-Naxi highways, Guiyang-Bijie
high-grade highways and Leijiang-Kunming railway have been put into
use. The thermal power plants of Qianbei, Nayong and the hydropower
plants of Dongfeng, Hongjiadu, Shuofengying, Yinzidu, etc. have been
completed. Other key projects including coal mines, hydropower and
thermal power are undertaking. Some foreign enterprises have put their
investment in Bijie. Post and telecommunications have deveioped rapidly.

The tentative construction of a modern communication transmission
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network has been completed .The prefecture enjoys a situation of
continuous economic development, harmonious ethnic relations, social
progress and political stability.

As the one and only Experimental Area of Ecology Restoration for
Development and Poverty Alleviation approved by the state council, Bijie
is a prefecture in China with enormous potential resources. At present,
Bijie is confronted with a gold development opportunity for accelerating its
development. In the developmental patterns of the national productive
forces which are pushing westward from the east. The state is carrying
out the policies of Great Development of the West that provides more
preferential conditions for the prefecture, its favorable condition will make
a trend for accelerating development become a must in Bijie prefecture.
Bijie's economic and social development has entered a new important
period and the prefecture is marching toward the future with its brand-
new look. By means of carrying out the sustainable development strategy,
By 2008, the GDP will reach 30,000 millions yuan, Farmer per capita net
income will hit 2200 yuan, the poor people will drop to 0.4 million, the
forestry vegetation coverage rate will rise up to 38%. The socialism
spiritual civilization construction, developing economy and alleviating
poverty, population, economy, society resources and environment will be
gradually well coordinate. Bijie will play a significant role in practicing
multi- parties’ cooperation and the political consultation system under
the leadership of Chinese Communist Party. The development of Bijie will
provide a powerful example for the superiority of Chinese characteristic
socialist system, for formidable vitality of the scientific development view.
