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A great deal has been written and said about CLT , and it
is somethihg of misnomer to talk about ‘the communicative ap-
proach’ as there is a family of approaches, each member of
which claims to be ‘communicative’ ( in fact, it is difficult to

find approaches which claim not to be communicative |). There
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is also frequent disagreement between members of the commu-

nicative family.
