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Abstract

With the increasing economic activities held between the Main-
land and Hong Kong, commercial disputes have become more {re-
quent in these years. In resolving the disputes in the past twenty
odd years, arbitration both in the Mainland and Hong Kong has de-
veloped into a self — initiated and independent but practical non — ju-
dicial resolution. The parties submit their disputes to arbitration
with the intention of having the matter resolved in a speedy way.
After the issue of the arbitration award, the next question is the
recognition and enforcement of the award in the Mainland or the
Hong Kong Court. The enforcement of the arbitration awards is the
most crucial area in the arbitration machinery. An award which can-
not be enforced is a mere blank paper. The final protection rests on
the judicial enforcement.

As to enforcing domestic arbitration awards, the law in the
Mainland and Hong Kong has corresponding provisions and is also
progressing gradually and steadily. On the issue of enforcing foreign
arbitration awards, both places have developed under the framework
of the “Convention on the Recognition and Enforcement of Foreign
Arbitration Awards” held at New York in 19538 (hereinafter referred
to as “New York Convention”). Subsequent to the return of
sovereignty of Hong Kong, the mutual enforcement of arbitration
award has once come to a halt. The problem of mutual enforcement

was resolved upon the signing of “The Arrangement concerning Mu-
