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Perhaps in our search for purity we should choose something more
modern and more clearly purified. But in modem lyric poetry of the
purest kind,do we find nothing but “objective correlatives,” nothing
but pure lyricism or pure drama, with all of the rhetorical removed?
Not usually. What we find is, very often,a disguised rhetoric. The ob-
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
