Shenyang has one of the most convenient networks of land, air and
sea transportation in China, and is the largest transportation hub in
Northeast China.

Highway: Expressways reach out frm Shenyang to Beijing, Yingkou,
Dalian,Changchun, Harbin, Fushun, Benxi and Dandong. Shenyang Dali-
na Expressway, which runs through the development zone, enjoys a fame
of Golden Route.

The development zone is only
eight kilometers from the large Shenxi Marshalling Yard and its special
railway has been booked up to the Northeast China network.

Shipping: It takes two hours to Yingkou Harbor and four hours to
Dalian Harbor from where 140 odd countries and regions can be reached.

Air: Taoxian International Airport, the biggest hub in the Northeast is
Twenty five minutes” drive foom the development zone. The Northern
