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Most animals have little connection with animals of a different kind, unless they hurt them for
food. Sometimes, however, two kinds of animals come together in a partnership ({KfEXR)
which is good for both of them. You may have noticed some birds sitting on the back of sheep.
This is not because they want a ride, but because they find easy food in the parasites ( ZF4: 1)
on sheep.
