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Ma Yong Chun was born in Hang Zhou,
China in March 1936, and studied at the Eastern

discipline, his painting now defies categorization...”
reported in the Art Trend (U.S. art magazine). The
artist has successfully exhibited his works at
galleries and art shows at home and abroad. His
name is listed in the Standard Index of World
Artists.
