Economic globalization is an important
characteristics and ongoing trend in the devel-
opment of world economy since the 1990s. It
not only brings about dramatic changes in en-
vironment of corporate growth but also facili-
tates the internationalization of corporate op-
eration. As reform and opening to the outside
pave the way for China to become globalized,
China’s entry into WTO symbolizes the in-
tense degree in integration of national busines-
ses into the global economy. With the tenden-
cy of economic globalization, it is imperative

for China’s enterprises to adjust their develop-
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ment strategy and to integrate themselves into the tide of
economic globalization. It is the case with Chinese NSOEs-
an important constitution of China’s economy.

The dissertation definitely presents the theory of multi-
nationals in developing countries guides the theory of inter-
nationalized operation of China’s NSOEs, based on the
proper definition of NSOEs and corporate internationaliza-
tion. Tt also gives an indicator to evaluate the level of corpo-
rate internationalization, from the perspective of broad sense
of corporate internationalization. The dissertation firstly an-
alyzes development environment of China’s NSOEs and sec-
ondly concludes that internalization is an important approach
to enhancing China’s NSOEs’ domestic and global competi-
tiveness and is an indispensable way to promoting China’s
economic growth and overall national strength. Finally, the
dissertation demonstrates that internalized operation of
China’s NSOE:s is still at the primary stage, based on the
survey of internalized operation of NSOEs in Jiangsu and
Zhejiang provinces.

Starting from the intrinsic attributes of NSOEs, the
dissertation explicitly proposes that China’s NSOEs should
integrate the two strategies-ward internaitonalization and

outward internaitonalization. It also sets forth a series of
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specific {easible strategy for NSOEs how to become interna-

tionalized. NSOEs’ intrinsic attributes and the inner and
outer environment for development suggest that success of
internationalization of NSOEs depends on their own efforts.
However, effective and necessary government support can
provide strong guarantee for China’s NSOEs’ internationali-
zation.

The complex international operational environment and
NSOEs’ intrinsic attributes mean that the internationaliza-
tion process is also a one that struggle against an array of
risks. Though various measures can be taken to ease the im-
pact after the risks emerged, effective prevention is a key to
the success of the internationalization process. The disserta-
tion construes a set of preventive system of NSOEs against

risks of internationalized operation.
