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“Architecture is a high test of tremendous transcen-

dence-, one of the highest religious acts that I know. ”
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“Therefore, architecture receives such a prominent
place, both in the totality of the arts and in theological

aesthetics. Whoever builds, creates. ”
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“Naturally he does not create ex nihilo, and if one choo-
ses, one can therefore say that he does not create at all.
Only God creates in the absolute, actual sense of the
word. But the architect makes new forms. He changes
the reality that is given into another, and does so in the
literal sense. From a pile of earth he makes a house,
from land a dwelling. He gives form to the settlement,

that most elementary act of man upon earth. With awe-
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struck reverence, he recognizes in the lines and circles
of his blueprint simultaneously the outline of God’s
plan. He creates only in the literal sense, but his build-

ing partakes of true creation.”
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
