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Introduction

Chen Xiongl.i, a member of the Ch.inese Artists
Association and a consule member of the Beijing
Research Institute of Chinese Painting, is teaching
in the Fine Arts Department of the Central Institute
for Nationalities. Born in Beijing in 1939, he began
to study painting under Zheng Zongyun, Duan Luqing
and Lou Shibai at twelve, and joined' the Beijing
Research Institute of Chinese painting at sixteen. At
the same time, he began to study under noted artist
i Kuchan. He has been working hard at painting for
over 20 years eve: since. His main paintings feature
flowers and birds. He also works on landscape and
figure. His paintings embody a unique style in splash-ink
and deer painting which are characteristically manifested
in his book Technique of Deer Painting. His painting
Joyous Dear was exhibited both at home and abroad.
In 1987, his paintings were exhibited at Hoseworch
Modern Arts Gallery in Australia and were highly
appreciated, among which Immortal Man entered the
collection of National Gallery of New South Whales.
As an artist for over thirty years, Chen inherited
the fine tradiaton of classical Chinese painting.
This album collects twelve of his best paintings
depicting figures, flowers, birds and landscape for
exploration and appreciation.
