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The Brief Introduction of Mr. Jia SongYang

Mr. Jia SongYang is one of the famous contemporary artists and
calligraphists in China. He is the director of the art department of scout center
for talent in Beijing,art advisor of Asia Hotel in Shenzhen,advisor of China
Yunhai Art Co. as well as the president of Amateur Calligraphy and Art Col-
'legc of China.

Mr. Jia SongYang gains considerable fame abroad. His works have been
sold out rapidly each time during calligraphy exhibitions in Japan, Singapore
and HongKong. Some Americans have asked for his works by making very
good offers. So far, an organization with the name of “SongYang Calligraphy
Research Society” specializing in his works has been built up in Japan.

Mr. Jia SongYang enjoys very high reputation at home. In a program
made by him, the first forest of steles for contemporary chinese calligraphy, un-
der his guidance and participating in writing by himself, was bulit in a special
economic zone—Shenzhen,1985. A great number of inscribed boards written
by him scatter all over the country. Only in Beijing there arc about 40 his in-
scribed boards. For examples, the gold—plated boards with his handwriting “Bin
Le Hui Lai (Z 4 B 3)” on it is put at the entrance of the famous “Beijing
Roast Duck Restaurant” (“Quan Ju De (£ 2% f%)”). Many well known restau-
rants and shops in Beijing like “Hua Bei Lou (4£1t#%)”, “Zheng Yang Lou (1E
BHA%)” ,“Tai Feng Lou (£ F#)”,“Zi Lan (¥ 2£)”, “Mei Xia ((H)” and “Bei}
ing Silk Store” etc. They all hang up the inscribed boards with his charactors
engraved on them.

Mr. Jia SongYang is noted as “SongYang Wild Brush” because he is not
only good at straight and graceful regular script in small character, but also
good at unrestrained cursive hand by both hands simultaneously. He created
the writing skill using a huge chinese brush which weighs 37.5 kilogrammes it-
self while weighs 90 kilogrammes with ink on it. He can wicld the 3 meters long
chinese brush by doing breathing exercise (Qigong) to get chinese characters
down at onc go on a picce of white cloth 18 meters by 6 meters while running
on it. This stirring show has been broadcasted on T.V program many times in
China. And this brush made of manes from 40 horses can be called “The Larg-
est Chinese Brush in The World”. The fantastic story—his huge brush writing
adds a new chapter to the calligraphy annals.
