The adverb “BEHH” means “such is the obvious fact” or “such is indeed the case”. The

clause or rhetorical question that follows usually stresses something contrary or opposite to what is
stated in the preceding clause, often implying incomprehension, perplexity, dissatisfaction or

suspicion. Sometimes the rhetorical question comes before the sentence with “BHHJ”. For example:
