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Plastic arts of Shaman refer to all kinds of imagery arts
concerning with witchery rite process of Shaman, which including
mask, costume, consecrated gods, musical instrument,
dharma-instrument and sacrificial altar, oblation, as well as applied
symbol-script. These plastic arts are artistic style which take
materials as carrier and rise to intellectual culture field.
Furthermore, they are artistic material symbol. The symbol of
plastic arts of Shaman is brimming with poetic wisdom of Shaman,
and it is Shaman who expands these poetic symbol from limited
human world to infinite god world. And also, it's the means that
Shaman communicates between human and god. Shaman is the

creator of the will-effect.
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
