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Abstract

The study on ideological and political education in the cultural field
means to inspect ideological and political education from a new and open
perspective,, introducing the standpoint, viewpoint and method of cul-
ture, which observes and exanimate ideological and political education -
from cultural perspective, it means giving cultural interpretation to ideo-
logical and political education, treating ideological and political educa-
tion from the introspected cultural angle, combing the intrinsic relation-
ship between ideological and political education and culture, analyzing
and expanding the meaning, nature and function of ideological and polit-
ical education , exploring the culture mission of ideological and politi-
cal education against the background of global cultural change, show-
ing the cultural quality of ideological and political education in order to
drive ideological and political education to progress abiding by its law of
development.

This dissertation tries to exploit a new cultural thinking space for
ideological and political education. Firstly, we make a literature review
of culture conceptions, pursue the nature of culture, and explain the
specific culturology implications and aims in the research field of ideo-
logical and political education: 1. The research on ideological and politi-
cal education in cultural field concentrates on  “the research of ideo-
logical and political education based on cultural emotions”, it needs to

deliberate the activity of ideological and political education and its con-
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stitution, to set up a new methodology. 2. Since the research on ideolog-
ical and political education in cultural field is located in the concrete
process of the social and historical development, and has close relation-
ship with political, economic and other social factors, it has strong “his-
toric feelings” and “social consciousness” , displaying cultural con-
cerned consciousness.

Secondly, the dissertation explores the relationship between ideo-
logical and political education and culture. The dissertation points out,
in the view of culture, ideological and political education is a cultural
phenomenon in human society, a cultural activity with distinct aims, in
which it has deep culture basis and quality. The process of putting ideo-
logical and political education into force is, in fact, the process of judg-
ment and selection, heredity and creation for cultural value. Chinese
culture is Chinese ideological and political education inexhaustible in
supply and always available for use; so Chinese ideological and politi-
cal education has been keeping its racial features, cultural implications,
cultural quality, and cultural spirit. In the history of China, Chinese
cultural spirit left deep stamps on Chinese ideological and political edu-
cation in ancient times on the aspects of the principles, contents and
methods of ideological and political education. The fine tradition created
by ideological and political education of the Chinese Communist Party
makes up of the main constitution of Chinese cultural creation.

Thirdly, the dissertation tries to explore and analyze the nature of i-
deological and political education in the wide cultural perspective under
the guidance of materialist dialectics epistemology. The dissertation be-
lieves that the objective existence and state of ideological and political
education is determined by culture, in addition, the intrinsic relation-
ship of ideological and political education is a cultural reciprocal active

" relationship among educator, educatee and educational contents. From
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the view of the outside relation of ideological and political education, the
cultural system of ideological and political education is different from oth-
er sub — cultural system, and has reciprocal interdependent and restric-
tive relation. Therefore, the author has proposed that from the cultur-
ology view the nature of ideological and political education is the heri-
tance of the political and moral cultures of main body, is the process of
cultural reciprocal action of ideological and political education relation,
is the practice action carried out by creative body. The natures of prac-
tice and culture in human society determine the distinct aims, strong
practice and outstanding surpass of the cultural nature of ideological and
political education.

Fourthly, the dissertation points out, from the view of the historical
development of ideological and political education, the most directive
and principal function of ideological and political education is to en-
hance conversion of man, which represents the pursue of thought morals
and ideals and value the direction of guiding social development, so this
conversion, in essence, is the development of the thought morals and
quality of man. In this way, ideological and political education acquires
the social realistic might of existence and development by means of pro-
moting the thought morals and quality of man, and the social realistic -
might, the realistic man, inherits and creates social culture, which is
the reaction of ideological and political education on culture, is also the
expression of its social function. Scientific ideological and political edu-
cation and making ideological and political education science need the
further development of the function of ideological and political educa-
tion urgently. This dissertation emphasizes to explore and analyze the
functions of education, management, economy, aesthetic education and
culture on the basis of functional development analysis, and has an idea

that the development of cultural function of ideclogical and political edu-
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cation performs cultural inheritance, cultural critique and cultural guid-
ance. The development of cultural functions of ideological and political
education should be based on building up the spirit world of man, fir-
ming human life ideal and belief, developing the function of ideological
and political education in the construction of cultural environments, and
promoting the motive function of man in cultural environments. ’

Fifthly, the dissertation states, globalization has left profound influ-
ence on the course of world history and brought the development of China
into the world orbit. The economic globalization has brought forward aus-
tere challenge to China and her ethical culture. In the real - life back-
ground of economic globalization, diversiform culture and education in-
ternationalization, ideological and political education in China will face
with a pretty pass for lack of ethic thought. This will badly affect the ed-
ucational function. In the face of the challenge of the cultural transition
brought by globalization, the dissertation suggested that China should not
shirk the responsibility of ideological and political education. She must
take on the mission of directing the orientation in this times, purifying
the social ethos and defending state culture safety. So, it is important to
pay attention to education of patriotism, peace, environment, under-
standing., nation, law, universal ethic, collaboration and communica-
tion, then renew the content and acclimatize itself to the demand of so-
cial development. At the same time, new approach and new method
should be found out so that it can improve its pertinence and actual
effect.

Finally, the dissertation discusses the practical approach of advan-
cing the cultural character of ideological and political education. First
and foremost, we must combine Marxism and China traditional culture,
building up the cultural details of ideological and political ‘education;

Secondly, we should regress the cultural field of vision and optimize the
