This book,a division of therapeutics of «Collection of Chinese Acupuncture Quintessences,
introduces the ancient acupuncture prescriptions for the trcatment of more then 200 kinds of diseases
and disorders. The book falls into 2 parts. The Part I deals with the general rules and the methods
of treatment, Part 11 describes the clinical treatment of various diseases and disorders. The book
not only introducés the acupuncture prescriptions for the common diseases such as dysentery, asthma,
hiccup, gastric discase, vomiting, abdominal pain, insomnia, pain in the lower extremities, lumbago,
headache, apoplexy, paralysis, Bi-syndrome, pain in the arm and shoulder, dysmenorrhea, enuresis,
deafness and tinnitus, etc, tut also a lot of acupuncture prescriptions for the difficult and
complicated diseases such as impotence, premature ejaculation, diabetes, insanity. epilepsy, goiter and
tumor, infertility and sterility, internal oculopathy and so on. Under cach disease there are 2
prescriptions, one based on the disease, another acording to the symptoms and signs. And quite a
number of prescriptions have never mentioned in the acupuncture books published at the present
age. The book is an image of treating various diseases with acupuncture in ancient times, and it can
be used as a reference book for the professional doctors, scientists and teachers.
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
