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Abstract

Based on the studies of both history and reality, of theories and practices, with
Marxism as the guide, this article elaborates systematically on the particular phe-
nomenon or problem of Marxist theory education, namely, Marxist theory education
phenomenon or problem carrying on sociology characteristic. Its contents concretely
involve theory foundation of Marxist theory education, and knowledge of which
Marxist theory education draws lessons from, and relation of interaction between
Marxist theory education and society, as well as social role, social action contents,
social action form and evaluation in Marxist theory education etc. Thus, in the text,
we uncover meaning and value of research in Marxist theory education sociology to-
ward research of Marxist theory education, trying to provide a kind of new type for
researching Marxist theory education from a multi — disciplinary perspective. In terms
of research methods, literature studies, a combination of historical and logical stud-
ies, a combination of pure and material studies, an approach combining pure and
material studies have been adopted. To sum up, the following are major issues cov-
ered.

Firstly, some basic issues of Marxist theory education sociology are studied.
The introduction of the article mainly discusses object and academics characteristics,
the present condition and meaning, and the method and logic frame for the studies of
Marxist theory education sociology.

Secondly, we studied the theoretical foundation and knowledge reference of
Marxist theory education sociology. This part is constitutes by chapter 1 and chapter
2. In Chapter 1, we systematically investigate some basic principles and thought in
Marxist education thought from sociology angle, in an effort to put forward theoretical
supporting and direct basis for setting up Marxist theory education sociology. In
Chapter 2, we elaborate some basic standpoint in the Chinese and Foreign education

thought from sociology angle, in an effort to put forward theoretical supporting and
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direct basis for setting up the frame of Marxist theory education sociology.

Thirdly, we study interaction between Marxist theory education and society from
a macroscopic view, namely, Chapter 3. Its contents include two parts. In part
one, we announce to public theory the characteristic of Marxist theory education
which it is provided by society, through discussing the checking action of society
system on Marxist theory education; In part two, we announce to public the charac-
teristic of Marxist theory education which it acts on society, through discussing its
important function on society development.

Fourthly, we elaborate sociology characteristic of internally social system of
Marxist theory education from a microcosmic view. Analyzing this part of contents,
we make Marxist theory education as a kind of particular social activity, regarding as
a process that a flock given role surround specifically contents and deploy their social
activity by means specifically definite form. So, it mainly involves three generous
sides; Marxist theory educational social role, Marxist theory educational social cul-
ture, Marxist theory educational social movable form, namely, Chapter 4, Chapter
5, Chapter 6 and chapter 7 in the text. It constitutes a textual point.

In Chapter 4, we elaborate sociology characteristic in some social roles engag-
ing Marxist theory education (including some person undertaking Marxist theory edu-
cation and ones accepting Marxist theory education) . For the persons undertaking
Marxist theory education, we mainly analyze their manifold social role, social con-
dition acting as a person undertaking Marxist theory education, and their social cul-
tivation. With regard to the person accepting Marxist theory education, after we their
manifold social role, we mainly discuss their socialization, and dissertate interrela-
tion between teaching and learning in detail.

In Chapter 5, we elaborate the sociology characteristic in social contents of ac-
tion of Marxist theory education, namely, Marxist theory education course. In the
first, we analyze social property of course of Marxist theory education, definitely
point out that it is a political education course, thought education course and moral
education course. we inquiry into the sociology characteristic in constructing Marxist
theory education course secondly, Pointing out that constructing Marxist theory edu-
cation course wants to obey and serve for the revolution, construction and reform of
our country, and that Marxist theory education course need developing along with

the development of revolution, construction and reform in our country. We inquiry
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into the society design of recessive course of Marxist theory education, and design
recessive course of Marxist theory education from material quality level, spirit level
and interaction level among the people.

In Chapter 6, we elaborate sociology characteristic in Marxist theory education
classroom teaching, namely, the social activity form of Marxist theory education. It
concretely involves three aspects. At first, we explore its time — space structure from
macro view, and point out that the time structure of classroom teaching in Marxist
theory education means the time specific weight that human relations have and inter-
active time between theory and practice, and that the space structure means the
whole physical environment in the classroom and the space appearance of combina-
tion of human relations. They all influence the social interaction in the Marxist theory
education classroom as a whole, thus expressing a special sociology characteristic.
Secondly, we analyze the type and the mechanism of the social interaction in class-
room teaching of Marxist theory education. Among them, The type of social interac-
tion mainly include; the interaction between teacher’s individual and student’s com-
munity, the one between teacher’s individual and student’s individual, the one be-
tween student’s individual and student’s individual, the one between student’s indi-
vidual and student’s community, the one between student’s community and student’s
community, among them, both of interaction, which are in front of, known as the
interaction between teachers and students, and the three ones, which are in the
end, known as the interaction between students and students. At last, we analyze a
few main classroom teaching modes of Marxist theory education with sociology char-
acteristic from teachers and student’s role, the human’s relative network and activity
norm etc, after clearing up its content of classroom teaching mode of Marxist theory
education.

In Chapter 7, we elaborate another kind of social movable form of Marxist theo-
ry education with sociology characteristic, namely, the social education of Marxist
theory education. In addition to going forward teaching of Marxist theory knowledge
in the classroom, we also usually adopt the form of social education when we under-
take Marxist theory education. So, it is important in theory and practice to inquiry
into its characteristic from the sociology angle. For this problem, we analyze two
kinds of main social forms of social education of Marxist theory education with sociol-

ogy characteristic, including of network education and social practice education of
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Marxist theory education after analyzing social education and their relation between
social education and Marxist theory education.

Fifthly, we totally evaluate Marxist theory education with sociology characteris-
tic. As for activity of Marxist theory education, it is an indispensable link to evalu-
ate Marxist theory education. It isn’t complete, if the activity of Marxist theory edu-
cation has no evaluation, and it has also no possibility to keep on a development. A-
bove all, we analyze the contents and characteristics of evaluation of Marxist theory
education, and point out, to say in a brief, that it is to judge the valuation of
Marxist theory education when we evaluate Marxist theory education. As long as it
judge value of Marxist theory education, it all belongs to the category of evaluation
of Marxist theory education. Marxist theory education is a kind of special education
activity, thus the evaluation of Marxist theory education is a kind of special educa-
tion evaluation, having itself discriminative characteristic besides the general ones.
Secondly, we discuss social function of the evaluation of Marxist theory education,
and point out that it has three main functions in the evaluation of Marxist theory edu-
cation, including normative and creative function, guiding and adjusting — control-
ling one, and maintenance and critic one. In addition, we inquire the standard of
evaluation of Marxist theory education which is enacted by the social. The standard
of evaluation of Marxist theory education enacted by the social includes the essential
standard of evaluation and concrete one. At the contemporary, the essential standard
of evaluation of Marxist theory education enacted by the social means the social result
from practice in Marxist theory education, and it is manifested from two aspects. For
one thing, it means whether it is advantageous to the person’s overall development,
particularly advantageous to exalt person’s character of thought and theory. For an-
other, it means whether it is advantageous to develop socialism productivity and
completely promote social progress completely, particularly advantageous to bring up
socialism qualified constructor and dependable successor. The concrete standard of
evaluation of Marxist theory education enacted by the social mainly includes of factor
evaluation enacted by the social, standard process one enacted by the social and re-
sult one enacted by the social.

To sum up, to study sociology of Marxist theory education is the same impor-
tance in studying Marxist theory education as it occupies an important position in

studying science of education. It has important instructive meaning to study Marxist
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theory education with characteristic of sociology and set up the frame of sociology of
Marxist theory education with Chinese special features. It is advantageous for us to
actively push forward the engineering of study and construction of Marxist theory, for
us to construct the academics of Marxist theory education, and especially for us to
resolve some regulative problems which influence overall situation of Marxist theory

education.
