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“The Heart of the Matter,” the just-released report by the American Academy of Arts and Sciences
(AAAS), deserves praise for affirming the importance of the humanities and social sciences to the prosperity and
security of liberal democracy in America. Regrettably, however, the report’s failure to address the true nature of
the crisis facing liberal education may cause more harm than good.

In 2010, leading congressional Democrats and Republicans sent letters to the AAAS asking that it 1dent1fy
actions that could be taken by “federal, state and local governments, universities, foundations, educators, indi-
vidual benefactors and others” to “maintain national excellence in humanities and social scientific scholarship and
education. ” In response, the American Academy formed the Commission on the Humanities and Social Sciences.
Among the commission’ s 51 members are top-tier-university presidents, scholars, lawyers, judges, and business
executives, as well as prominent figures from diplomacy, filmmaking, music and journalism.

The goals identified in the report are generally admirable. Because representative government presupposes an
informed citizenry, the report supports full literacy; stresses the study of history and government, particularly A-
merican history and American government; and encourages the use of new digital technologies. To encourage in-
novation and competition, the report calls for increased investment in research, the crafting of coherent curricula
that improve students’ ability to solve problems and communicate effectively in the 21st century, increased fun-
ding for teachers and the encouragement of scholars to bring their learning to bear on the great challenges of the
day. The report also advocates greater study of foreign languages, international affairs and the expansion of study
abroad programs.

Unfortunately, despite 2 years in the making, “The Heart of the Matter” never gets to the heart of the mat-
ter; the illiberal nature of liberal education at our leading colleges and universities. The commission ignores that
for several decades America’s colleges and universities have produced graduates who don’ t know the content and
character of liberal education and are thus deprived of its benefits. Sadly, the spirit of inquiry once at home on
campus has been replaced by the use of the humanities and social sciences as vehicles for publicizing “ progres-
sive,” or left-liberal propaganda.

Today, professors routinely treat the progressive interpretation of history and progressive public policy as the
proper subject of study while portraying conservative or classical liberal ideas-such as free markets and self-reli-
ance-as falling outside the boundaries of routine, and sometimes legitimate, intellectual investigation.

The AAAS displays great enthusiasm for liberal education. Yet its report may well set back reform by obscu-
ring the depth and breadth of the challenge that Congress asked it to illuminate. (2014 43/ )

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In the 2006 film version of The Devil Wears Prada, Miranda Priestly, played by Meryl Streep, scolds her
unattractive assistant for imagining that high fashion doesn’t affect her. Priestly explains how the deep blue color
of the assistant’ s sweater descended over the years from fashion shows to department stores and to the bargain bin
in which the poor girl doubtless found her garment.

This top-down conception of the fashion business couldn’t be more out of date or at odds with feverish world
described in Overdressed, Elizabeth Cline’ s three-year indictment of “fast fashion”. In the last decades or so,
advances in technology have allowed mass-market labels such as Zara, H&M, and Uniglo to react to trends more

quickly and anticipate demand more precisely. Quicker turnarounds mean less wasted inventory, more frequent

releases, and more profit. Those labels encourage style-conscious consumers to see clothes as disposal meant

to last only a wash or two, although they don’t advertise that and to renew their wardrobe every few weeks.
By offering on-trend items at dirt-cheap prices, Cline argues, these brands have hijacked fashion cycles, shaking
all industry long accustomed to a seasonal pace.

The victims of this revolution, of course, are not limited to designers. For H&M to offer a 5.95 knit mini-
skirt in all its 2300-plus stores around the world, it must rely on low-wage, overseas labor, order in volumes that
strain natural resources, and use massive amount of harmful chemicals.

Overdressed is the fashion world’ s answer to consumer activist bestsellers like Michael Pollan’ s The Omni-
vore’ s Dilemma. Mass-produced clothing, like fast food, fills a hunger and need, yet is non-durable, and waste-

ful, Cline argues, Americans, she finds, buy roughly 20 billion garments a year——about 64 items per per-
